In the past few weeks we
have been alerted to a
number of incidents of
unacceptable behaviour by
students.

We remind
everyone that the underlying
reason for such a document
is to ensure safe travelling to
and from school on a school
bus. This document requires
appropriate behaviour both
on, and whilst waiting for, the

bus. The bus driver and bus
captain have the authority to
designate specific seats or
move a student to another
seat. Permission to travel on
a school bus is a privilege,
not a right. Permission may
be withdrawn if a student’s
behaviour is unsatisfactory.
Consequences for
inappropriate behaviour, (e.g.
distracting the driver, moving
out of seat when bus is
moving, fighting, using foul
language, throwing things
from the bus, smoking or
other drug use, allowing any
body part to protrude from
the bus, playing on the road,
attempting to board or leave
the bus while it is moving),
may include: a verbal
warning, a written official
warning, or student travel
suspended for one or more
school days or indefinitely. If
you have any further
guestions regarding bus
travel please contact Mrs
Tasker our Bus Co-Ordinator,
or me.

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WHAT TO DO WHEN A
TOOTH IS KNOCKED OUT

Recent studies of the re-
implantation of teeth that have be¢
knocked out have shown that therp
are a few crucial steps that need t
be taken to considerably increase
the chance of success.
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1. The tooth needs to be put back
in the socket withirb minutes
of being avulsed to have the
best chance of successfully
reattaching.

2. Do not wash the tooth
vigorously before resetting. If it
does have dirt, brush off gently
or a quick dip in warm water to
get the patient to gently and
briefly suck the dirt off.

3. After the tooth is re-implanted
have the patient hold it in place.

4. The patient needs to see a
dentist immediately.

5. As a last resort store the tooth |ir
milk and get to the dentist
immediately.
