Dear Parents, Carers and 
members of the Community, 
 
This week I received a 
welcome letter from Graeme 
Poynton, Regional Industry 
Career Adviser, 
complimenting the Year 10 
students on their 
engagement and maturity at 
the Beacon Foundation 
Polish program last week as 
they ‘willingly became 
involved with all the 
activities and represented 
themselves and the school to 
a very high standard.   The 
presenters who work with 
many varied groups also 
congratulated the class on 
how “cooperative it was to 
work with.”    As a school it 
is always a delight to receive 
this feedback about our 
students and the students 
should be very proud of the 
reputation that they are 
building in the broader 
community. 
 
Likewise, our SRC have 
also been achieving some 
remarkable outcomes.  They 
raised $1667 for the Forty 
Hour Famine. This is a 
fantastic achievement for a 
school of this size.  We 
thank Mrs Radcliffe for her 
support of the SRC. 
 
Schools have already 
received notification of the 

student-free days for 2010.   
Similarly to 2009, these will 
be three days at the 
beginning of the year prior 
to students’ first day and one 
day in June for report 
writing.   As there is a 
strong correlation between 
student learning success and 
school attendance, students 
are expected at school on all 
other days.   Schools are 
expected to provide relevant 
classes and supervision for 
all students on the days that 
they attend. 
 
Students have selected their 
subjects for next year and 
we are now endeavouring to 
staff and timetable their 
choices to ensure that it is 
student learning that drives 
our school curriculum.   
 
The Barwon South-West 
Region has been very active 
in developing a bush fire 
readiness strategy to ensure 
student safety in the 
upcoming summer period. 
All Victorian state schools 
were required to complete 
an online assessment of the 
risks.  The Department is 
working closely with the 
CFA and have identified 
those schools most at risk as 
RED schools.  While 
Heywood and District is 
NOT one of these schools, 
we are also expected to be 
on close alert and to have an 
Emergency Plan in place. 

Hopefully it will not be 
needed, and it is hard to 
imagine with all the rain we 
are receiving.

Cigarettes contain over 
4000 chemicals?  
Smoking is responsible 
for 90% of drug related 
deaths in Australia?  It is 
estimated that you can 
become dependent on 
cigarettes in the first 100 
cigarettes; for some it is 
fewer? 
 
“It’s Not OK To Be Away!”  
Just a reminder to 
students about your 
responsibility with regard 
to attendance:  attend 
school every day; be 
punctual to classes and 
school assemblies; inform 
the school as soon as you 
know that you will be 
away; bring medical 
certificates, appointment 
slips or other evidence 
that explains your 
absences as soon as you 

return to school; sign in at 
the office when late; sign 
out at the office and hand 
in a note of explanation 
when leaving early.
